SETTING OF THE“FULL-TEXT@AIU” FUNCTION

• Benefits of Setting the “FULL-TEXT@AIU” Function

• Without visiting and logging in to separate academic Electronic 
Resources, users can access searched articles via the "Full-Text@ 
AIU" function of Google Scholar, just by logging in to Google Scholar 
once.

• When you don’t have exact information on whether AIU Library 
supports access to an article (in a journal), you can easily catch the 
information.  
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• 1st Step: After accessing Google Scholar, go to Menu > Settings > > Library links and search ‘akita 
international university.’ 
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• 2nd Step: You will see “                                                              ”. Then, please Save the current setting.                                                                 
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• 3rd Step: Given a setting is appropriately done with Steps 1 and 2, and when users search articles 
with a keyword, e.g.,  “marketing strategy,” articles accessible via journals subscribed by AIU will 
include the “Full-Text @ AIU” mark on the right side of article’s title.  
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• 4th Step: When you click “Full-Text @ AIU” on one article, you will find a screen similar to the 
above when you are logged in to an AIU account. By clicking the “フルテキストを読む” button, 
users can access a file of the full text.
